Purchase of Pump and Related Equipment for Well 7 Construction Project 
 
 
Recommended Action 
 
That the Board authorize the purchase of one Pump for Well 7 from Pump Repair Service Co., in the amount of 
$186,715.00; and authorize the General Manager to execute all purchase documents. 
 
 
Executive Summary 
 
The drilling contract was awarded for Well 7 at the August 21, 2013 Regular Board meeting.  Subsequent to that portion 
of the project’s completion, the District’s Water Engineering Firm, Luhdorff and Scalmanini, sized the pump and designed 
the remaining facilities to complete the project.  Once the pump is on order, the final construction potion of the project will 
go to bid. 
 
The pump that has been identified for this project is the pump that will draw the water from the source aquifer and will be 
tied into the water treatment system.  The purchase of the pump is essential in order that the project can remain on 
schedule.  This is a sole source purchase as the pump is specialized and is the same type of pump utilized in Well 6 in 
order to maintain a standardized environment. 
 
Staff recommends that the pumps be purchased at this time.  As has been the case with other direct purchase 
equipment, the lead time on equipment of this nature is approximately six months.
